Sponsored by the AFS BC Chapter this contest is open to all.
Entries will be accepted in Ferrous and Non-Ferrous
categories. A one piece casting is to be made from a loose
cup, saucer, and spoon (of molder's own choice). Although
traditionally only green sand with no cores was used, for this
contest any sand and binder system may be used. However,
the exact molding techniques used must be stated on the entry
form and will be considered by the judges in determining
award winners. There will be trophies and individual awards
(number of awards up to three places in each category to be
determined by number of entries). No entry fee required,;
castings to be submitted to Casey Sheriland on or before Jan.
4, 2010. Winners will be announced at the January AFS
Apprenticeship Awards night.

CONTEST RULES

1. This is an open contest; everyone is eligible to enter.

2. Casting is to be one piece made from loose cup, saucer, and spoon of molder's own choice. (Spoon is to be
placed in cup not on saucer. Also, please keep size of teacup to an average 90z cup.)

3. Although traditionally only green sand with no cores was used, for this contest any sand and binder system may
be used, but exactly what molding techniques were used must be stated on the entry form and will be considered
by the judges in determining award winners.

4. Gating system is to be left intact; castings should be sandblasted clean, but otherwise there is to be no grinding
or machining. (Castings submitted in previous years should not be resubmitted.)
